Pastoral Epistle 

Easter 
 

Easter is the main thing.  And so the Church, in her 

wisdom, celebrates Easter most of all.  Did we need 

40 days of Lent to grieve our sins and the Lord‘s 

suffering to take them away from us?  All right.  But 

then we are going to take 50 days for the party to 

celebrate the victory over all of the Love that loved 

us more than anything.  What is better than that? 

 

Easter is the main thing, but it would be hard to 

disagree with someone who said Good Friday is the 

main thing.  After all, the cross is where the sacrifice 

was actually made.  This is where our Lord showed 

that he was unafraid of death, hell and all our 

enemies. That is where God lived up to the 

forgiveness that He had promised for so long, where 

the blood of the Lamb actually ―takes away the sin 

of the world.‖  It was from the cross that our Lord 

was able to say, ―It is finished!‖   

 

But for the disciples, Good Friday would have not 

been ―good‖ at all without Easter.  Look how 

dejected they were!  It would have been to them not 

the victory of Jesus, but His defeat!  It would have 

been the final evidence that God was NOT on His 

side, but against Him.  Since Jesus‘ task was to give 

life, to be overcome by death Himself would be 

disaster. 

 

But after He died, HE ROSE!  And that makes all 

the difference. 

 

Only because He actually rose do we know that His 

Good Friday death was a deliberate sacrifice and not 

an ignominious failure.  Good Friday is ―good,‖ the 

best; but we only know that because He rose.  Now 

we can believe that it was a sacrifice of atonement, 

sufficient to make us free.  I think this is why St. 

John, as he tells the Gospel, talks about Good Friday 

and Easter as if they were one event.  Indeed, neither 

means anything without the other. 

 

Yet Easter gets the spotlight.  Because He rose, we 

know that death is not the most powerful.  Everyone 

else has succumbed to death—if not the first time, at 

least in the end.  Until Jesus.   Until He rose, all of 

God‘s talk about giving life that is lasting, not 

temporary, was only talk.  But now, since Easter,



we know that Life can defeat death because He 

already has.  ―I am Resurrection and Life.‖  Amen! 

 

In fact, in the times I have had my greatest fears 

and doubts--maybe Jesus was just a fraud in the 

end; maybe all His promises were just so much hot 

air; maybe God isn‘t real after all!—then I 

remember the resurrection.  That can‘t be faked.  

The tomb was empty.  He appeared to His 

disciples, including more than 500 at one time.  The 

Resurrection is the foundation of our faith.  That is 

what proves Jesus was who He said He was, and 

who His disciples said He was.  And because the 

Resurrection actually happened, we base our entire 

lives on that great good news. 

 

And when people say, ―There are so many religions 

in the world, and most of them have some really 

good parts to them.  How can we know which one 

is God‘s religion?‖  I say: ―Well, which one has 

Someone risen from the dead?‖ 

 

 

Pastoral Care 
 

I want it to be clear to you, my people, what your 

rights and privileges are.  You may not know. 

 

One of the fringe benefits of being Christian is you 

get to have your own pastor.  A trained and 

examined professional, and one who is dedicated to 

your well-being.  That means several things, to be 

concrete: 

 I know you will call me.  In the middle of 

the night, if that is when the need is.  If 

someone is severely ill.  Or is dying.  Or is 

in some other crisis of body or soul.  Please 

do not think that will disturb me.  I 

appreciate your consideration, but this is 

why I am here.  Pastors are on call 24/7.  

We just are. 

 If you are hospitalized, I would like to know 

as soon as possible.  The dear, comforting 

words of Scripture, the presence of the 

Church, and holy prayer; these are things I 

will bring you that will assist you. 

 Pastors are called to deathbeds.  Either to 

comfort the dying with the Lord‘s promises, 

or after death to comfort the bereaved.  

Again: any day, any hour. 

 

Also, life can be very difficult.  We suffer great 

things.  Family problems, emotional problems, 

financial, social, spiritual.  In those times, too, I 

hope you will call me.  I will listen, to hear just 

what it is like for you.  And to give the comfort of 

Word and prayer.  And, if you wish, the wisdom of 

God for what you can do. 

 

Schedule.  By the way, when you called me it was 

arranged that I would have some flexibility in how 

I did my work, so long as it got done!  Specifically, 

I am allowed to work two days at home (usually 

Monday and Friday) where I can prepare sermons 

and classes and worship services and write.  Three 

days (typically Tuesday – Thursday) I am in my 

study and at the parsonage.  Those days are for 

classes and meetings and administration and 

visiting and counseling.  (During the summer 

months my call provides that I have a second day 

off, in compensation for accepting a lower rate of 

pay.)  Again, though, please call anytime you need 

me.

Old Business 

A. Veteran‘s Committee:  Larry stated that the 

Vet Committee would like ¼ of the offering 

at veterans‘ services at church to be used to 

stamps, advertising, food, etc. for all 

services to come.  He reported that on 

Memorial Day, a temporary memorial will 

be set out on the site. The service will 

involve many veteran guests.  Accounts are 

all set up for the general fund and the 

memorial fund for VELCA, with about 

$400.00 in the memorial fund.  Dennis 

Testin and Larry have their names on these 

accounts.  We asked Larry for time to 

discuss this at our meeting after he left.  

Later, MSC that we give VELCA ¼ of the 

Memorial Day offerings, but we will bring 

up to Larry what he thinks about giving 

VELCA the money not in envelopes for the 

November service.  Right now, we feel that 

¼ of both offerings would take too much 

away from our regular church offerings. 

B. We reviewed chapters 12 and 13 of the 

church constitution, with 14 and 15 to be 

reviewed next month. 

C. 10 or 12 people showed up for the Response 

Team Letter discussion before church on 

March 7.  This will be a congregational 

decision, so we ask all of you to please stay 

after church when we vote by paper ballot.  

This is a difficult issue and we can deal with 

it! 

D. Walk Through the Old Testament change of 

date:  We are now looking at fall, probably 

November, for this event to take place. 

New Business 

A. Goals and Projects for 2010—We would 

like to see both Councils meet, perhaps at 

Pine Lake Camp, to discuss some goals 

together.  Pastor will talk to Mt. Morris 

about this.  A project idea that came up was 

having a garden for the food pantry or 

others in need in our old baseball field 

behind church.  We want to do this, but 

some leaders to step up to get it in gear.  

Interested?   

 

Getting an AED (automated external 

defibrillator) was also discussed.  Tim 

Rosin quoted a price of $500 for churches, 



including training called ‗Cardiac Science‘.  

He‘d like about 20 people to be at training.  

The county EMS checks the batteries in 

their AEDs yearly.  This is a wall unit, and 

it‘s the last one left from a grant the EMS 

people had gotten.  MSC that we purchase 

the AED from Waushara County EMS, with 

the first year of training free, and $8 after 

that.  We will be having a free-will offering 

to help cover the cost, the date to be 

announced in church the next couple of 

Sundays.  Joanne offered to write up a 

description of the machine. 

 

We are still in need of a youth leader, but 

have tabled that for today. 

 

B. Mentoring new treasurer:  Since John is not 

here this evening, we tabled that until our 

next meeting. 

C. Christmas Eve—Pastor brought up the idea 

of having a ‗9 Lessons and Carols‘ 

program, which involved Bible passages 

you‘d expect alternating with music.  The 

MM choir director, Sue Jansen, said it 

sounded good, and Pastor wondered if 

perhaps we should use that for our 

Christmas Eve service.   

D. Bugs—We need to get rid of our Asian 

beetles!  Barry would like the Grounds 

Committee to look into this.  Joanne also 

will ask her husband about this, since he‘s 

familiar with insecticide use, and see what 

can be done.  Barry will call Dennis 

Thompson about this. 

E. We thank Craig and Gayle Berkoben for 

buying new glass communion cups for our 

use.  Bless you both for this thoughtful 

contribution to our Church!

Those coming are to read Genesis (first book in the 

Bible) before the first class.  And, here is a riddle 

we can discuss on that day: Why do the Irish love 

St. Patrick?  See what you can find out.  We will 

also begin on the Commandments and the Creed. 

 

Worship Helpers 
 

Anyone as old as me remembers when the Lutheran 

worship service was largely the pastor‘s show.  It 

was never as bad as in churches where the laity 

were merely watching while the priest did the 

important things.  For Lutheran reformed not only 

the Church‘s doctrine but its worship as well.  The 

Lutheran church has always been ―the singing 

church‖ in which the active worshiping of the 

people was crucial. But, in the early 1960s the 

pastor read the lessons, preached the sermon, 

prayed the prayers, served the sacrament (by 

himself), etc. 

 

In the 60s came the rediscovery that the whole 

liturgy is the people‘s work.  To be sure, there are 

some tasks that it is only right for the ordained to 

do, since the ordained have been examined and 

approved by the whole church.  The ordained are 

not local but ecumenical, or catholic.  But there is a 

great deal that the pastor doesn‘t have to do and it 

is good if she or he does not!  For then it is clearer 

that those who come to worship are participants, 

not observers.  Not in the stands, but on the field.  

You DO worship, you don‘t watch it; you are the 

assembly, not an audience. 

 

And that opens up great opportunities for the 

faithful and talented people in our congregations!  

Already laity read lessons.  The choir sings.  

Greeters greet and ushers ush.  Council members 

and acolytes help the pastor serve the Sacrament.  

Acolytes help with candles and other things. 

 

There are two more possibilities that I want us to 

use.  Cantors and assisting ministers.   

 

A cantor is someone who chants.  (They don‘t 

―cantor,‖ horses do that.)  On a typical Lord‘s Day 

liturgy, the Kyrie needs a cantor as does the hymn 

of praise.  If the psalm is sung, the Cantor can lead 

that.  Or when we sing a litany.  Lay folk can do 

that well.   

 

An assisting minister can help in several ways in 

the service.  Look at the liturgy printed in the 

LBW.  Notice all the ―A‖ parts?  Offertory and 

post-communion prayers.  The prayers of the 

church can be composed and lead by laity.  The 

dismissal. The Creed can be lead by a layperson. 

 

I hope that can develop a cadre of people of cantors 

and one of assisting ministers in each of our 

churches.  They will first receive training to be able 

to do these things well.  Then they can take over 

these responsibilities on a regular basis.   



Let us start by this.  If you would like to serve your 

church in this way, let me know.  (A phone call or 

email to the office will do.)  Or, if you would like 

to nominate brothers or sisters whom you think 

would honor such a position, give me their names. 

 

Then, I will arrange training, we will make out a 

schedule, and off we go!
