
Pastoral Epistle 
 

Visitation 
 
I am writing this from our synod assembly.  
Among the good and helpful things said by our 
teacher for the event (and Chris Bliesner is 
writing a more detailed report for you), was 
―Churches should be focused on developing 
people rather than developing programs.‖  (I 
have thought the same for some time, so I 
thought he was brilliant.)  As an annual check-up, 
it would be great for a congregation to ask itself: 
are our people better than a year ago?  Stronger 
in faith, better able to bear adversity, kinder to 
strangers? Are their marriages better, becoming 
wiser as parents, are the children developing as 
happy servants of Jesus Christ?  Do the people 
understand life better; are they wiser, more 
realistic, are their values more mature? 
 
I hope you all know that I am pastorally and 
personally interested in YOU.  The measure of 
my work is YOUR success in living as a 
Christian.  Pastors are not home run hitters, but 
aim for RBIs: getting YOU across home plate.  
After almost three years as your pastor, there are 
some of you I know very well (usually those who 
are on council or a committee or who have had 
illness or death in the family).  But there are 
others, even faithful worshipers, that I do not 
know well. 
 
For all these reasons, I want to pay a visit to 
everyone in our two churches.  I want to get to 
know you, what you do and what you like to do.  
Perhaps you have questions about Christian life 
or doctrine you have been wondering about.  I 
would like to learn how things are going for you; 
what your life is like.  And, while there, I can 
check to make sure our church records are 
accurate concerning you or your family. 
 
I have already made a few visits with members of 
the Pastor-Parish Relations Committee and 
church councils.  From that experience, an hour 
is too constrained, about 75 minutes is more 
realistic.  If you would like to meet over lunch or 
dinner, that is good, too.

First 
come, first served!  I will call that day or the day 
before to confirm and get directions.

The Church’s year easily breaks in halves.  ―The 
Semester of our Lord‖ includes the five seasons 
and six chief festivals (Christmas, Epiphany, 
Easter, Ascension, Pentecost, Trinity) that focus 
on the events of our Lord’s life. 

 Advent (both his second coming and 
anticipation of his first coming 

 Christmastide (his Nativity) 

 Epiphany (his mission) 

 Lent (his passion) 

 Eastertide (his resurrection  & Ascension) 
 
In June we begin the ―Semester of the Church.‖  
These are all the Sundays after Pentecost, 
stretching through November, for which the color 
is green.  Though recently some have—helpfully 
in my judgment—relieved the monotony by 
making distinctions between the three summer 
months, harvest (September and October) and 
―End of Time (November).   

 
Features of our June worship all month: 
 
Begin with a ―Heritage Hymn,‖ a grand old 
favorite we know so well. 
Omit Kyrie and Hymn of Praise to simplify the 
service 
Greater use of With One Voice songs 
Confession and Forgiveness will include the  
―seven deadly sins‖ 
Offertory, during this growing season, will be ―For 
the Fruit of All Creation‖ 
 
Weekly emphases: 
June 6: 

 Recognizing our high school graduates 

 Sermon: In Gal. 1 Paul says he received 
the Gospel not from humans but as a 
revelation from Jesus Christ.  We must 
both respect what God has revealed, 
recorded in the Bible, and use our reason, 
but how do we do both? 

 Lord’s Supper 
June 13: 

 Pastor Gary Kirschke, worshiper at West 
Holden, is planning a delightful sermon: 
"Hurdling - not hurtling - to forgiveness" 

 A Chinese hymn!  (Translated!, but the 
music is Chinese origin) 

 WH: Farewell and Godspeed to Gayle and 
Craig Berkoben 

June 20: 

 The sermon will be ―How to Worship the 
Most High‖ but it will not be as a 
discourse.  Rather, a ―guided tour‖ of the 
Church’s liturgy: for most pieces a little 
history and explanation, but mostly how to 
use each piece to worship God.

June 27: 

 Paul’s theme in Galatians 5 is ―Freedom,‖ 
also been a big theme in the world since 
the 1700s.  But we have many troubles 
because we mix freedoms we do have 
with those we don’t!

Pastor opened with prayer.  Joanne brought up

Council retreat.  MSC to adopt the agenda. 
 

OLD BUSINESS 
a. Veteran’s Committee decision on 

November offerings—the VELCA group 
will get all the loose change in November 
Veteran’s service and ¼ of the Memorial 
Day collection.  Larry Atkinson was told 
about this and agreed to the proposal. 

b. Constitution chapters 14 and 15 were 
reviewed. 

c. AED—a parishioner is interested in 
making a memorial contribution for this.  A 
training will still be taking place, so stay 
tuned! 

d. A youth leader is critical.  We just have to 
ask people, especially couples with young 
kids, in both churches.  Joanne would be 
willing to ask at both churches for 
someone to step forward to fill this 
position.  We ask the congregation to pray 
Sunday May 2-Sunday May 16 to see if 
there’s a calling.  A letter of thanks and gift 
certificate was sent to Katie Heuer 
thanking her for her past leadership after 
MSC. 

e. Mentoring new treasurer—John says the 
job takes about ten hours a month.  We 
will ask someone to work with John a 
couple months to see how it’s done before 
that person takes over the position. 

f. Synod Assembly offering—Half the 
offering goes to the Bishop’s resources 
fund for pastors and their families and half 
goes for the malaria campaign.  MSC that 
Joanne take a check for $200 to the 
assembly meeting from the miscellaneous 
account, no later than May 21. 

g. The letter that will go out to Confirmation 
students and their parents is put on hold 
until late summer. 

h. Bugs—Something will be done in the fall 
to try and get rid of the Asian beetles. 

i. MSC that we give $62.00 from 
miscellaneous to the American Red Cross 
to make a total of $200.00 with money 
collected at church. 

j. Joint Council Retreat—This will take place 
on a Sunday after worship, possibly June 
27 if that works out for most people.  This 
would replace our June 15 meeting.  We 
want to get together to decide what we 
want to accomplish this next year and get 
leadership groups to make things happen.  
We need to come up with one or two 
concrete ideas.  The plan is to have lunch, 
break, retreat 1-2:30, break, and then 
Joint Council meeting, to be done by 5:00.  
Details will follow. 

 
NEW BUSINESS 
a. 2010 calendar—Most council meeting 

dates seem to work.  If 6/27 works for the 
joint meeting, the 6/15 meeting will be 
eliminated.  Our next Council meeting will 
be May 18 instead of May 11 at 6:30 PM. 

b. Discussion of three points from Pastor’s 
February report on confirmation classes 
took place.  He’d pointed out that better 
understanding takes place in 8th and 9th 
grades rather than 7th and 8th; two years 
will be spent on the Catechism; and that 
7th grade will be a Bible review year.  After 
discussion, the Council was affirming of 
these three proposals. 

c. A Sunday will be scheduled for a Gideon’s 
presentation 

d. We are now an enrolled congregation in 
the Thrivent Choice Points program.  We 
would like to encourage people to become 
Thrivent members and to expand on this 
on our website. 

e. Requests have been made to paint the 
church inside and to get handicap door 
handles to replace the handles we now 
have.
