PASTORAL EPISTLE

For ten or 15 years there has been a ready supply of
Christian “in your face” T shirts. I like that—which
probably says something about me. My sister gave
me one. On the front it says “Whatever,” that word
of total disregard. But on the back it cleverly
quotes Paul,

Whatever is true, whatever is honorable,
whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever
is pleasing, whatever is commendable, if
there is any excellence and if there is
anything worthy of praise, think about these
things.

(OK, alittle long for a T shirt.) It reminds me of
the old Sunday School song, “Be Careful Little
Eyes, What You See!” Which leads your pastor to
say this to you:

Be careful what you listen to.

I will be a little more specific, in two ways.

Religion. There is an immense amount of error out
there: on TV, radio, and print. Be careful.
Remember The DaVinci Code? It presents as facts
a large amount of complete nonsense. There are
people who dress up right-wing politics in religious
clothing (I once heard someone on “Christian” radio
say that “lower taxes’ was a Christian position).
There are people who dress up left-wing politics in
religious clothing. There are theological liberals
who claim to tell us about “the real Jesus” by
deleting most of Scripture until they are left with a
Jesus they like (Thomas Jefferson’s old trick).
There are those who say Christians should support
Israel and all its policies, no matter how heartlessly
they oppress the Palestinian people.

A worshiper at West Holden told me once, “I listen
to Roman Catholic radio. They have a lot of good
stuff. When they get to the strange Catholic stuff |
don’t listen.” I suppose that is the way we all must
do, to listen critically. That is, whatever we listen
to, remember what the truth is, and weigh what we

hear—as the NT often says, “test everything;
discern the spirits.”

Of course you have to know the truth to be able to
do that. Read the Bible; listen carefully to sermons;
come to adult classes; read the Lutheran confessions
or other Lutheran writings.

Politics. Beware simplemindedness. It distresses
me that our national political discourse is so much
shouting and so little reasoning. Beware when you
read or hear something that blames a certain group
of people, or that dismisses a proposal only by
labeling it.

As the Apostle says, find those things that are true,
honorable and just; fill your minds with those
things.

WORSHIP

This is a word a deep and humble thanks. | was
especially aware on March 14 and 21—though it
happens at other times—of how remarkable our
worship is.

After we confessed our sins, we asked the Lord for
mercy using the biblical words, “Kyrie Eleison.”
The ancient, foreign words highlighted how we are
part of the one catholic church of every time and
place, standing in the same position toward God
(needing mercy) as stood the apostles of the Lamb,
the people they personally baptized, and all the
saints and teachers and martyrs and believers ever
since.

And also, there was between our chief musician,
Vicki, and the congregation, a conversation! She
made musical suggestions to us during hymns, and
we worshipers responded, and then she responded
to us.

I thank God that | am Lutheran. For we appreciate
and enjoy the treasures of worship that the Church

has received and nurtured for 2000 years. And we

were the first to reform worship to be the “people’s
work,” where we DO worship not WATCH it.

WORSHIP EVENTS IN MAY




Someone said, “I am afraid to miss worship; I will
miss something!”

Exactly. Our God is so vast and intricate, and our
faith so rich in detail, and the worship culture of the
holy Church so developed, that every Sunday is a
special event. Here is the plan for May.

May 2: Fifth Sunday of Easter

It is also the feast day of St. Athanasius. Maybe we
will recite the Athanasian Creed, in tribute to this
great saint and theologian who persuaded the
Church that Christ is fully divine. At Mt. Morris it
is also “Fill the Nest” Sunday with choir singing
two pieces and a pig roast dinner following.
Everyone invite someone, especially if you can
invite someone in your home who does not
normally worship.

May 9: Sixth Sunday of Easter
As an ancient prayer puts it, “It
would have profited us nothing to
be born, had we not also been
redeemed,” so that Christ Jesus
gets top billing and mothers will
have to take second place. But we $
will honor both, by talking about
faith from generation to generation. And we will all
give thanks for our mothers that day, through
whom God gave us life and nurture.

May 16: Seventh Sunday of Easter

On this final Easter Sunday before Pentecost,
the reality of the Risen Lord will be emphasized by
four of our young people receiving the His Supper
for the first time. Also the last day of Sunday
School for WH.

May 23: The Feast of Pentecost
After Easter, maybe the greatest
festival of the Church. Celebration
of the exalted Lord Jesus’ first gift
to his people: the life-giving Holy Spirit! The
liturgical color for the day is red. So, please wear
red to worship, if you like; we will look like people
on fire!

May 30: Feast of the Holy Trinity and Memorial
Service

Having observed and celebrated God’s great acts of
salvation from Advent, Christmas and Epiphany
through Lent, Holy Week, Easter and Pentecost,

IMen, to T¥llen,

this day we gladly and humbly bow before God as
He has shown Himself to be:
Father, Son and Spirit.

Look for the
Hunger Appeal 40-day calendar to learn ways for
families to help the church provide help for people
in need. Some of the suggestions are just practical




things we can do in our own homes such as repair,
recycle, or reuse; cut down waste and save money
by avoiding food and drinks served in disposable
containers; time how long it takes to shower one
day and every day after, take a shorter shower to
conserve water;(one out of every six of our
neighbors around the world lacks access to a
reliable source of clean water-four million children
will die this year from waterborne infectious
diseases); and then they suggest you give a gift for
every time you use running water that day. The
calendar has 40-plus days of many more activities
and devotions.

One of the other areas of concern for the ELCA is
the Lutheran Malaria Initiative hence the
observation of World Malaria Day on April 25th.
This is a leading cause of death in developing
countries, especially children already affected by
malnutrition. Malaria is both preventable and
treatable, yet many people are not getting the
necessary resources. The ELCA Hunger and
Disaster Appeal will be targeting malaria and
helping educate workers to teach prevention and
treatment where it is most needed.

May 23). And Revelation is basically a triumphant
book. It is filled with trouble and terror and tears,
yes. But for Christ’s people, as St. Paul writes, “In
all these things we are more than conquerors
through Him who loved us.”

The writer identifies himself as John in 1:1. Some
suggest that this might be the apostle, son of
Zebedee. But Revelation speaks of the apostles as
figures from the past, and this John does not
identify himself as one of them. Just as Ephesians
seems to have been written not by Paul himself but
by a student of his who used his teacher’s name to
honor him, so perhaps Revelation was written by a
student of the Apostle John—since he uses some of
the same language and images of the Gospel and
Letters of John.

Revelation was written for Christians who were in
danger of giving up their faith due to social and
political pressure. Scholars think it was written
toward the end of the reign of the Emperor
Domitian (81-96 A. D.). In every decade since its
writing, some have seen events of their own day
predicted in Revelation. So far, all have been
wrong! It is probably most helpful to read it not in
reference to specifics of our time, but for its
original purpose: to encourage faith in the victory
of “God and the Lamb” when such faith is under
pressure.
