
Pastoral Epistle 
 

This Is Most Certainly True! 

(Confession, Confirmation, and  

Life-altering Speech) 
 

Lutherans usually chuckle at that sentence, which 

we so diligently learned by heart in learning the 

Catechism.  I have been thinking about the rite of 

Confirmation (in which that sentence is central!) 

and how it is much more important than I used to 

think.  (Quiz: do you recall which part of the 

Catechism employed that phrase?  The answer is 

yet more evidence that Luther was a genius and the 

Catechism nearly a miracle, for the reasons I am 

about to discuss.) 

 

1. There is a critically important difference 

between a truth merely known and a truth spoken.  

A man told me once of something that shows this.  

Something had been done in his family; some 

knew and some didn’t.  He felt, at a certain point, 

that he needed to say what had been done.  When 

he told about it, those who already knew felt like 

they had been liberated from imprisonment.  Their 

souls were freer—even though the event had 

happened decades earlier!  Some of the family 

rejected the man—in their weakness they felt the 

loss in accepting the truth was too great.  Knowing 

the truth did not make a difference; telling the 

truth did. 

 

2. The Church uses ―confession‖ for such truth-

speaking, but in two different ways.  When I 

confess my sins to a pastor, naming aloud what I 

have done, it is in effect putting those sins away 

from me.  By pronouncing them out into the world 

I am putting them outside of me, distancing myself 

from them: rejecting them.  That IS repentance, the 

trigger of God’s forgiveness.  Here, too, the truth is 

known to God and me, but when I say it aloud it 

changes life.  As in #1, it frees me! 

 

3.  The Church also ―confesses‖ its faith!  Persons 

need to say their faith out loud.  Again, because 

saying what we believe, out into the world, makes 

it in some way more real than if it remains inside 

our heads.  ―If you confess with your lips that 

Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God 

raised him from the dead, you will be saved‖ 

(Rom. 10:9f); not only believe but confess. The 

psalms say that by confessing aloud our faith we 

praise God.  In the liturgy we confess the Creed, 

like Luther’s ―Hear I stand.‖  Once we have 

confessed what we believe, life is changed.  This is 

why a critical element of the baptism rite is when 

the person to be baptized confesses his or her 

faith.  Without that, how could we baptize them? 

 

4. Finally, that is why good confirmation is so 

important.  Infants, of course, cannot confess the 

faith.  And doesn’t that leave something 

unfinished?  Sort of like the groom making his 

vow and the bride standing there silent (“Well?” 

the congregation wonders.)  Surely those who want 

to be Christ’s will want to stand up in public and 

claim him, call him Lord, and say YES! to their 

baptism.  They want to say to the Church’s faith: 

This is most certainly true!  Hallelujah! 

 

Confirmation instruction is therefore critically 

important.  For how can someone confess a faith 

they do not know or understand?   

 

And for just these reasons I will be offering 

confirmation instruction for adults.  While it 

benefit anyone, it is especially for those who came 

to West Holden or Mt. Morris and missed the 

chance either to learn the Catechism or to say to 

the Church: This is most certainly true.  Classes 

will begin in October.

It opens to them the mysteries of 

God’s goodness in Law and grace, teaches them 

our Faith and the way humans are meant to live in 

joy and love and peace.  And, those who are not 

eager for instruction should know that it is 

required for all church members in 7
th

 or 8
th

 grade.  

(Requests for exceptions should be addressed to 

Pastor.)  Non-members (for example, friends of 

members) are welcome and more than welcome. 

 

Students should come to church directly from 

school.  We will have games and snacks at first, 

then instruction begins.  Class ends at 5:45.

Call to Order:  President Laurie Jarvis called 
the meeting to order at 6:00pm.   
 Present:  Pastor, Laurie Jarvis, Curtis

Absent:  Dawn Belfeuil 
 Pastor led us in devotions and prayer 
Reports:   Building & Grounds:    Efforts are 
being made to keep the water from the current 
bad storms under control from coming into the 
kitchen area.  Martin Schultz continues to do 
all shrubbery cleaning, weeding etc.  
 WELCA:  There will not be any Bible study 
in July or August.  September 2nd the focus 
will be Lutheran Women today.  August 20-22 
will be a women’s retreat and September 17-
18 the focus will be Love as God Love. 
 Secretary’s Report:  July Minutes as 
submitted 
 Pastor’s Report:  Deacon’s Fund was 
discussed  
 Treasurers Report:  Beginning balance as 
of 7/1/10 was $10,371.26; income-$9,257.82; 



disbursements-$13,120.59; leaving an ending 
balance as of 7/31/10 of $6,508.49. 
 Motion was made and seconded to close 
the LPL Investment Account Fund and open a 
new Money Market Mission Investment Fund 
that is easier to use.  Motion carried. 
 The $4,500.00 insurance premium is due.  
Recent history was briefly recalled:  2008 
offerings were $85,000.  2009’s were $76,000.  
The projection, somewhat optimistic, for 2010 
was $82,000 (at mid-year, through June, the 
total offerings to general fund were $35,000).  
Total planned expenditures for the year were 
$87,000, a planned deficit of $5,000.  As there 
were cash reserves at the beginning of the 
year of $10,000, the Council recommended 
and the Congregation decided to plan to use 
$5,000 of the reserve since this was going to 
be a lean year.  The Council decided to use 
$4,500 from cash reserves to pay the 
insurance premium.  Motion made and 
seconded to approve reports as presented.  
Motion carried. 
Old Business:   
 Windows:  The Good Shepherd window 
has been removed and repair is progressing.
 Picture Directory:  Bonnie Patti is West 
Holden’s rep on the Directory Committee. 
She will be presenting the Life Touch 
Company’s package to the West Holden 
Council so that a joint directory can be made.  
 Constitution Review:  Some review was 
completed.  Next month’s review will start 
 with Chapter 13 in the Bylaws. 
 Stewardship Committee:  Tabled until 
September. 
 School Sponsorship:  Laurie Jarvis and 
Pastor to check with Redgranite School. 
 Reformation Faire:  Sign up is coming 
along nicely. 
 Church Picnic:  September 12, 2010.  
Three people from Mt. Morris and three 
people from West Holden will be planning the 
festivities.           
 Other:  Catechism Plan, change of 
early worship service time and the addition of 
Common Cup at the Lord’s Supper were 
discussed.

 1 Samuel 

 

In Judges we saw a repeating cycle: the Israelites 

deserted the Lord.  He sent foreign nations to 

oppress them.  They cried out to him for help.  He 

raised up a “judge” filled with the Spirit to lead 

them out of the oppression of their enemy.  We also 

saw that this pattern was not simply repeated, but 

that at each repetition the situation got worse: the 

Israelites were less repentant, the judges 

themselves were of declining quality, and the Lord 

was less and less patient. 

 

With 1 Samuel we have a turn that happens over 

and over in the great biblical story.  “There was a 

certain man . . . .”  The world was a mess: but God 

sighted Noah.  It was a mess again, and he called 

Abraham.  Israel was in bondage, and he called 

Moses.  And now, with Israel as captive to their 

own unfaithfulness as they were to Egypt, “there 

was a certain man.”  Over and over the Lord calls 

a single individual to make a huge difference.  Can 

you think of some NT persons for whom this is also 

true?

MSC that 

we have an ELCA seminarian from India 

speak to our congregation through a sermon 

and have a potluck afterwards, and give this 

person $200 from our Evangelism Fund as 

well as travel money. 

e. Ideas for opening and closing the church---

Usually the janitor has done this and there 

doesn’t seem to be a problem getting 

volunteers to help when needed. 

f. Pastor wished to speak about evangelism 

(outreach) and stewardship (giving money 



and time).  Pastor says we could have a 

special event, bring-a-friend Sunday, and/or 

he could teach the congregation to talk 

about faith in their daily lives as ways to 

evangelize. Barry agreed that we need to 

get EVERYBODY to participate by 

teaching and showing them what to do.  We 

are looking forward to this teaching!  

Regarding stewardship, Pastor said that 

many churches have a time and talent 

offering.  Our whole church could put a list 

together.  We will continue touching base 

with these topics and regularly discuss.

Future project : Looking for burn crew 

people.  Remnant prairie/savannah is found 

throughout much of the  Mount Morris 

Holden church property that is not in pine 

plantation, lawn, buildings or asphalt.  Most 

of these areas to be burned at a time are less 

than acre.  Small area burns would help 

these areas many of which are being grown 

over by invasive plants.  While some sites 

have been burned already with only one or 

two people, these all had hose water 

supplied.  Many of the other areas are too 

far away for water hoses so more people are 

needed to control the fire perimeter using 

less water but other tools available.   If you
